Mass General
Laws Chapter 140, Section 130 stipulates the following: “Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit an instructor from furnishing
rifles or ammunition to pupils; provided however that said instructor has the consent of a parent or guardian of a pupil under the age of
18.” The pupil must be under the direct supervision of a person (the range instructor) holding a valid Firearms Identification Card or a License
to Carry Firearms.
